Subject:  Call for animators to the Summerweek 2010
Dear friends,
Fraternal greetings from the European Coordination!  

I have a pleasure to invite your movement/federation to nominate candidates to be animators for the Summerweek "Learning to live in MY Y/OURope", which is taking place from 18th till 25th July 2010 in Cluj-Napoca, Romania.

Please, find enclosed all the documents related to this process (Animators’ file and Application form for animators). Please read them carefully. 

The deadline to send application form is 1st May 2010. The application form, filled in by the candidate, should be send only by e-mail to office@jeci-miec.eu. Any application send by other means will not be taken into consideration.
After the selection of animators, it will be a common task of the Animators team which we expect to be composed of 4 persons (2 from the European Team and 2 from the National Movements) to develop the subject of the activity further, to find ideas to involve the local reality in this regard and to design the concrete program and timetable.
We would like to inform you as well that the Preparatory meeting will be most likely held in the venue in Cluj-Napoca, Romania in the second half of May or the first half of June 2010.

The Summerweek…
…gathers around 40-60 secondary and university students engaged in the different national movements. The programme might be different for secondary and for university students, but still there is always a space for a common action and social events.

…offers a space of encounter and enables to exchange and share students’ concrete experiences on a theme, related to their daily life, in order to discover similarities and differences to get a wider vision of the students’ reality in Europe. For the university students, the aim is to find out about the diversity among higher education students in order to get a wider vision of European reality of students in higher education.
…promotes reflections, encourages participation and self-responsibility and aims to empower young students through the development of common ideas and actions as well as to take their own initiatives to develop their personal responsibility in transforming their milieu.

…centres on a school-related or university-related subject which will be analysed with a variety of creative and comprehensive methodologies, linked to the local reality and will be balanced with common leisure time activities.
…enables participants to have a different kind of leisure and holidays time, providing a multicultural frame in which they are invited to have fun, to share their faith and to work together with other students from other European realities discovering things about such a multicultural space.

The theme:
Main aim: 

· To raise awareness and to promote intercultural dialogue among students through Integral Education
Objectives:
· To provide the opportunity to secondary students to meet and work on the same theme
· To give the space for members from national movements to deepen the reflection and discussion about the importance of intercultural dialogue 
· To promote the respect and the tolerance regarding cultural diversity 
· To provide the opportunity to develop personal skills, knowledge and attitudes through non-formal education and to deal with cultural diversity responding to HR violations such as racism, intolerance and discrimination
· To discover all tools that we as student members of a youth organisation have, in order to promote the intercultural dialogue in our milieu (secondary school or university) 
· To understand the Integral Education and how it can be used to promote intercultural dialogue 
· To get in touch with the reality of the hosting country, concerning the issue of the multicultural environment (nations living together) 
· To empower students to develop different actions and projects that they could put in practice (either in partnership with other JECI-MIEC movements or any other organisations), once back in their organisation.
Who is an Animator?

Each animator is part of the Animators Team which develops together the programme and methodology of the activity, and is therefore responsible for the development and leading of the activity. 

It’s already some time since JECI-MIEC European Coordination put all the ideas and things concerning the profile of an animator into the publication “Animators’ file”. It’s recommended to all the candidates for animators to have a look at this useful publication, which is distributed together with this document.

Profile of animators
As said already a tradition in the European Coordination, when nominating an animator for a European activity, the profile below should be taken into account and fully followed. 

An animator should:

· be responsible in his / her  movement;

· have knowledge and experience on the European Coordination JECI-MIEC,  having participated in, at least, one activity at European level;

· have a good knowledge of English;

· be experienced in group animation and have interest in the subject;

· be able to attend the whole preparatory meetings (including the one right before the Session starts) and the whole Summer Week;

The animators should bring all materials and reflections regarding the subject they have on national level. 

Conditions

As it is a common practice for preparatory meetings, the accommodation will be provided by the European Coordination and the travel expenses will be reimbursed 50%. The reimbursement will be done during the Summerweek itself. If you have any further questions, I’m at your entire disposal.


I hope that it will not take long for you to find a candidate among your members. I would like to stress once more that it is a good opportunity to work in a multicultural team and to gain the experience for your future.
