Call for Participants to the Colloquium 2011
We have a pleasure to invite you to the Colloqium "Integral Education and Christian Faith", which is taking place from 8-14 March 2011 in Kaunas, Lithuania.
The Colloqium is designed for members of the movements. This means that participants in the meeting should be actively involved in projects at national/local level or to be members of the national/local board of the movement.

Moreover, participants must:

· To be young people (students), active members of their national movements.

· To be 18-25 years old.

· To be able to work and communicate in English.

· To be motivated to participate actively in the meeting.

· To have the willingness to transmit their experience and the outcomes of the Colloquium to their national movements.

· To be able to participate for the whole duration of the activity.

Participants should have a good knowledge on their national movement, be motivated towards the given subject and be willing / able to function as multipliers back in the movement.

In order to apply for this activity, you have to fill-in the application form (you can find it together with this document or download from our website at www.jeci-miec.eu or attached to this e-mail) and sent it by e-mail office@jeci-miec.eu. The deadline for receiving the applications is the 30th January 2011. In any case we already now are asking you to reserve the travel tickets and to buy then ONLY as your participation will be confirmed.
After receiving the applications we will inform your movement of the participants confirmed and we will send them the “Participants File”.

Colloquium…

· Takes place every three years – alternating with the Theological Session and the Training Session – usualy in the first half of the year.
· Gathers 20-30 young people engaged on local, regional or national level in different European Youth Organisations (among them around 20 from JECI-MIEC) to share their experiences and reflections around a subject of common concern. 
· Promotes exchange on the work and engagement of the participants and their organisations and to deepen their knowledge about each other.
· Analyses different aspects of a social, political or cultural theme coming from a diversity of viewpoints and backgrounds in a European perspective.
· Initiates common formation processes around a subject in an inter-organisational, inter-confessional and inter-cultural context.
· Develops common reflections about the possibilities and motivations of young people to engage in Society and the common challenges arising from the theme for them and their organisations.
· Defines possible lines of action for the concrete reality on all levels (local-national-European), by encouraging collaboration as an important dimension of changes.
Meeting is aiming:
· To reinforce the students to be active participants in the society, school/university, their movements and the Church. 

· To empower the member movements to understand the importance and the role of Christian faith in Integral Education and to promote it. 

while its objectives are:
· To acknowledge the key role of the movements on educational / political / social / cultural / religious spheres of their societies;

· To analyze and reflect the Catholic Church teaching on Integral Education;

· To analyze the tools that National movements should use to promote their role as active actors of social transformation; 

· To emphasise on learning about social values and concepts such as mutual respect, identity, culture, religion, minorities, through intercultural learning process;

· To reflect on national movements’ work, on promotion / recognition of Integral education; 

· To implement and transmit experience of intercultural learning on the realities and work of National movements;

· To raise awareness for self responsibility to the participants to act as multipliers in their movements, transmitting and sharing the experience to the grass root level.
Conditions of the Colloquium 

Travel Expenses

According to our Reimbursement System, the travel expenses of the participants will be 80% reimbursed, according to the following criteria:

· Participants must necessarily attend more than 80% of the activity;

· Originals or copies of ALL travel tickets indicating the price, as well as (when available) a copy of its invoice/receipt, must be provided;

· The following travel costs of the participant from his/her permanent residence to the activity venue are considered: Plane tickets for APEX-price – for distance above 750Km; Train tickets (2nd class) – for distance less than 750 Km

· Local public transport (tram, bus, metro, train…) – (!!!NOT Taxi!!!)

Note: When travelling by train, participants must get two-way tickets and make use of all kind of reductions (student, <26 card…).

Participation-Fee

Participants will have to pay a participation-fee (please, consult the list below), which will be deducted from the travel reimbursements.

Such list was defined in a solidarity basis, according to the “living cost” of the country and the Budget of the movements.
